Cancellation:
1. Bookings Cancelled prior to final payment(30 days before departure) No penalty is incurred.

4. 14 – 7 days – 75% of hire cost;  under 7 days – 100% of hire cost;  
5. Valid, compassionate  cancellations, will be addressed by management on a case by case basis.   
 Travel insurance is recommended.
· Loss or damage of tender, or vessel structure, or of any equipment will be charged to your account. Please be aware that there is a minimum of a $1,000.00 insurance excess for loss or damage, so please be careful with the vessel as you will be required to provide payment prior to departing the marina precinct upon your return. You will also be required in the circumstance of a loss or damage to fill out a Marine Safety Queensland incident report and insurance claim forms.

· Vessel condition:  The houseboat is cleaned prior to your departure and it would be appreciated if the vessel is returned in the same condition. Basically, if you do the right thing and return the vessel in a clean condition there will not be any extra charges. 

· Items that we focus on are: 

1. BBQ $50.00 (All fat and scraps of food items must be removed.) 
2. Tender $50.00 (You have a bailing bucket and cleaning sponge so remove all mud, sand, bait, tackle and water from the tender)

3. Removal of bait and fish scales from exterior of vessel $50.00 (When you do not clean up after each fishing session the bait goes hard and is difficult to remove and the fish scales are endless. Clean up after each session and the fishing will not become a chore at the end of your trip.)

4. Removal of excessive rubbish from the vessel $50.00 

5. Incorrect usage of safety grab bag. $100.00

6. Loss or misuse of life jackets $50.00- $100.00.
7. Crab Pots $50.00 (You will need to remove the mud and weed from all pots. The pots are to be collapsed and the rope and float are to be wrapped around the pot. If you loose a crab pot it will cost you $40.00 per pot.)
8.  The marine toilets are not like your domestic toilet at home. The following requirements must     be followed to ensure you avoid expensive blockages:

· Only use the 1 ply paper provided for your use whilst on the vessel.

· Do not flush any baby wipes, tampons, pads, condoms or any foreign objects down through the toilet system. 

General conditions: 

· At least one person per charter must be over 21 years of age. Letting of the vessel is on the understanding that it is at the disposal of the hirer on the dates booked UNLESS management is prevented from doing so.  In this case, all monies will be refunded in full with NO CLAIM whatsoever against the Management.  The Management will however endeavor to provide an alternative houseboat if so available.
